'The Tragedy of Wanit': A Japanese Account of Wartime Thai Politics
By Benjamin A. Batson (Senior Lecturer, Department of History, National University

'The Tragedy of Wanit' is a memoir of Thai politics at the outbreak of the Pacific
War, written in the 1950s by Asada Shunsuke, a senior Japanese diplomat serving in
Bangkok during the critical pre-war period. The central figure is Wanit Pananon, a
confidant of Thai Prime Minister Phibun and, until his arrest and death in mysterious
circumstances in early 1944, a key figure in Thai-Japanese relations. Asada's memoir
is published both in Japanese and in an edited English translation, together with an
introduction by Benjamin A. Batson and Shimizu Hajime which explains the historical
context and discusses some of the implications of Asada's work.

A Vietnamese Scholar in Anguish: Nguyen Khuyen and the Decline of Confucian
Tradition, 1884-1909
By Tran My Van (University of South Australia)

Nguyen Khuyen was a senior Mandarin in Vietnam when the French established
colonial control over the country. Around 1884 he withdrew from public life, returning
to his ancestral village where he worked as a farmer and wrote trenchant poetry
commenting on social life in Vietnam. This literary work reflects his feeling of anguish
as he watched the decline of traditional mores, and it provides poignant insights into
Vietnamese life during this period of change. The text provides translations of a
number of Nguyen Khuyen's poems, and appendices reproduce his work both in the
Romanized Vietnamese script and in Chinese.

By concentrating
on the everyday world of ordinary people, such as rikisha pullers, prostitutes,
plantation and rail workers etc., and the related physical and mental health problems
of both them and their families, the study represents a step towards a people's history
designed to make present-day Malaysians conscious of the enormous contribution
of their unheralded forbears.

The Kuomintang Movement in British Malaya, 1912-1949
by C.F. YONG & R.B. MCKENNA

The Kuomintang (KMT) — the first legalised political party and movement in modern
Malaysian and Singaporean history — is studied against the background of British
colonial rule, the changing political circumstances and fortunes in China and the
rising and waning of Malayan Chinese nationalism from 1894. While it highlights
the development of the Malayan KMT Movement in terms of leadership, organiza-
tion and ideology, it also analyses changing British colonial policy and management
techniques toward the Movement.

Despite the difficulties and constraints imposed by the colonial administration,
the Malayan KMT blazed a political trail for over a generation, leaving in its wake
numerous legacies. Chief among them were the promotion of Chinese culture and
education, and the increase of Chinese political consciousness and participation. In
the post-war years, the Malayan KMT helped to lay the foundations of the Malayan
Chinese Association (MCA) and provided considerable leadership and manpower
resources to the MCA to combat the rebelling Malayan Communist Movement. Thus,
the Malayan KMT should be viewed not only as part and parcel of the Malayan
Chinese cultural and political heritage but also as a formidable political movement
in its own right in modern Malaysian and Singaporean history.

In collaboration with the Topographical Service of the Netherlands East Indies, the Royal Dutch Geographical
Society (KNAG) has published (in 1938) this scientific Atlas of the Tropical Netherlands (East- & West-
Indies)

The Society has tried to fulfil the purpose of making an atlas partly for general practical use and partly in order
to give a survey of the outcome of a number of sciences and also of social and economical conditions in so far
as these are to be fitted into cartographic representation of the size selected and the scale used. In the scientific
part of the atlas the natural sciences are represented by maps of the physiography, geology, vulcanology,
geophysics, pedology, meteorology, plant- and animal geography whereas the social sciences are represented
by linguistic areas and history.

Owing to the Japanese invasion (1942) the greater part of the edition has fallen into the hands of the invador and
has never been returned. Although much information is of historical interest, the maps have never been updated
and the atlas is still considered as the best there is nowadays on the region. No new attempt has been made up
till now to update & revise this Atlas.
