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INCREASE IN SUBSCRIPTION PRICE OF JOURNAL

As a result of the settlement of the strikes and disputes in the printing industry
early this year, printing costs have been raised by a total of 20 per cent. It will be
necessary, therefore, for the subscription price of PHILOSOPHY to be raised to 6s. a
number (25s. 3d. a year, post free) as from the January issue, 1957. The Editor very
much regrets this increase which, however, is unavoidable.
