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attendance of Tunisian residents and the active part which many of them took in the dis-
cussions. During the period of the Colloquium a number of afternoon expeditions were
made to enable members to see for themselves something of the standards of living among
various sections of the Tunisian population. These included visits to the fishing port of
La Goulette, to the bidonvilles and working-class districts of Tunis and to the Medjerda
Valley scheme which is intended to provide for flood control, irrigation, and soil conserva-
tion of the valley of the Medjerda. After the end of the Conference, excursions were also
made to study agricultural developments in the Souk El Arba area and in the district around
Kairouan.

The proceedings of the Colloquium will be published by the Institut des Hautes fitudes
and should prove a useful addition to the available materials not only about conditions in
Tunisia itself but also on some of the problems encountered in carrying out cost of living
and family budget inquiries in the less developed countries.

Professor Marthelot, Director of the Section des Lettres at the Institut des Hautes fitudes,
who organized the Colloquium, himself contributed a remarkable general survey of its scope
at the opening session as well as an account of some of the investigations undertaken under
his direction by the Geographical Department of the Institute. K. R.

Une vedette laboratoire au Niger
LE 19 septembre 1955 a Bordeaux, M. Dupuy, directeur du Centre National de la Recherche
Scientifique, a remis au professeur Griaule, ethnologue, conseiller de FUnion Francaise,
president de la Commission des Affaires Culturelles, et directeur consultatif de l'lnstitut
International Africain, le premier bateau ethnographique du monde. La vedette, qui porte
le nom ' Mannogo', nom d'un poisson de la mythologie soudanaise, a ere" specialement e"tu-
diee et concue pour permettre au professeur Griaule et a ses collaborateurs de poursuivre,
dans la vallee du Niger, leurs recherches ethnologiques. Long de 16 m. 50, large de 3 m., le
' Mannogo' a un faible tirant de l'eau qui lui permettra de naviguer sur le Niger et ses
affluents. Trois cabines laboratoires ont ere installees a bord: l'une est consacree aux e'tudes
ethnologiques, l'autre aux collections, la troisieme sert de laboratoire photographique, une
cabine de prise de son y est adjointe.

La vedette a ete transported par cargo a Dakar et a ete lancee sur le Niger a Koulikoro.
M. Griaule a declare: ' Le Niger sera pour le " Mannogo " un axe d'etudes tres fruc-

tueuses; il nous permettra d'etudier plus attentivement cette civilisation noire aux apparences
si diverses. Le Niger est, en effet, un axe de pensee et de civilisation, c'est en quelque sort le
double du Nil.'

LE Congres du Conseil de la Jeunesse de l'Union Francaise s'est ouvert le 3 aout a Tana-
narive. M. Ramalanjoana, president local du Conseil de la Jeunesse de l'Union Franchise,
a souhaite tout d'abord la bienvenue aux congressistes. Puis, M. Montagne, president du
Conseil de la Jeunesse de l'Union Franchise, a remercie les autorites et la population en
general pour leur accueil. Enfin M. Soucadaux, Haut-Commissaire a Madagascar, a pro-
nonce une allocution dans laquelle, apres avoir ' exprime sa joie de recevoir les membres
du congres' il a declare notamment: ' Aux problemes que la jeunesse de tous les pays est
appelee a resoudre, s'ajoutent pour vous, ceux que pose la diversite des races, des langues
et des traditions que vous representez. II ne depend que de vous que, demain, cette diversity,
loin de constituer un obstacle, soit, au-contraire, une source d'enrichissement et de progres.
C'est par un effort inlassable d'adaptation, de comprehension et de connaissances mutuelles

teurs et techniciens; d'organiser des recherches scientifiques en matiere economique et
sociale; de dresser 1'inventaire des connaissances et renseignements relatifs a. ces problemes
en etablissant des bibliographies et en rassemblant des documents inte'ressant la recherche
scientifique. L'organisation de l'IRESA comporte un laboratoire de Recherches Statis-
tiques et de Science Economique applique"e a l'Afrique du Nord, organise" a la Faculte de
Droit de l'Universite d'Alger; des groupes de recherches, charges des Etudes et enquetes;

Inter-African Conference on 'Education
THE 1954 meeting of the Inter-African Conference on Education, convened by C.C.T.A.,
was held at Tananarive, Madagascar, from 9 to 13 November. The Conference was attended
by delegations from Belgium, France, Portugal, the Union of South Africa and the United
Kingdom, by delegates and observers from African territories and by an observer from
UNESCO. The Conference was opened by Governor Bailly, Secretary General for Mada-
gascar, and M. Cabriere, Director of Education for Madagascar, acted as Chairman. Items on
the agenda included: the organization of primary education; the adaptation of curricula in
primary schools to local conditions; the publication of school-books for African primary
schools; school attendance; training of teachers; the role of teachers outside the school.
Reports on all these topics were presented by the delegations of the member states and
discussed by the Conference.

Kenya: Rehabilitation Scheme
THE Christian Council of Kenya has undertaken a rehabilitation programme, the aim of
which is to assist Africans in Kenya to rebuild their communities on a Christian basis. Work
is being carried on among the thousands who are detained as suspected or convicted sup-
porters of Mau Mau, as well as among those who resisted the Mau Mau oath, many of
whom suffered severely. A recent Government Report stated that the Churches were making
a major contribution to rehabilitation, and were evoking a considerable response among
convicts and detainees.

In addition to work in camps and prisons, the Churches are active in the newly formed
villages and in the Reserves and urban areas. A children's home for orphans and neglected
children has been opened, infant welfare centres are being started and training schemes for
African rehabilitation workers are being developed. It is hoped to establish five Community
Centres in Nairobi, two of which are already at work in temporary quarters.
