The attribution of international human rights law 
obligations to armed groups is then addressed in light of potential ratione personae restrictions. 
Finally, if international human rights law is to be applied to armed groups, its application must be 
effective in practice. A context-dependent division of responsibility between the territorial state 
and the armed group is proposed.

The CTL provides students with a chance to specialize, early in their career, in international legal affairs within 
one or two semesters (30 ECTS). Students can tailor their studies according to their particular interests, be it 
public or private international law.
A new MAS is offered on Transitional Justice, Human Rights and the Rule Law. International Humanitarian Law 
and Human Rights are taught in a MAS and an Executive Master, covering all areas of international law relating 
to armed conflicts.
The Geneva Master in International Dispute Settlement gives students the opportunity to study all aspects of 
dispute settlement in the international arena, across the divide of public and private. 
Summer Schools are offered on International Law, Cultural Heritage Law, Children at the Heart of Human Rights, 
Internet Law, together with WIPO on intellectual property, and, jointly with Duke Law School, on transnational 
law.
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For nearly two centuries, Michigan Law has been committed to researching and teaching international law. Beginning 
with scholars such as Edwin D. Dickinson, William W. Bishop, Eric Stein and John H. Jackson, Michigan faculty have 
published more than 150 articles in the American Journal of International Law. Current Michigan Law faculty whose 
work has been published in the Journal include Christine Chinkin, Steven Croley, Kristina Daugirdas, Monica Hakimi, 
Daniel Halberstam, James Hathaway, Catharine MacKinnon, Christopher McCrudden, Julian Davis Mortenson, Steven 
Ratner, Mathias Reimann, Bruno Simma, and Joseph Vining. This deep and long-term engagement in international law 
places Michigan among the world’s most influential institutions in the field—past, present and future.
