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Acute episodes are treated in AMSA psychiatric services in a emergency service including a call center, domicilliary visits, a crisis
unit, three short-term day hospitals and a short-term stay unit in a general hospital. An Intensive Brief Dynamic Group Therapy is
offered in the units allowing for a decreased appearance of self and hetero aggression in patients both during the crisis and after
one year as shown in a follow-up study.
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
