
(f) Examine groups of drugs by side-effect profile. For example,
susceptibility to metabolic side-effects such as maternal
weight gain, gestational hypertension and gestational diabetes,
and low-potency FGA/typicals should be grouped with -pines;
thus, for example the ‘typical’ chlorpromazine grouped with
‘atypical’ olanzapine and clozapine.

(g) Compare outcomes between siblings and generations to
account for non-measured family-wide effects.

(h) Examine evidence of longer-term developmental effects.
