President Warren E. Miller called the
Meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

Constitutional Amendment

Professor James L. Sundquist, for the
Council, presented the following pro-
posed constitutional amendment which
the Council had unanimously recom-
mended for adoption:

That the following language be added
as a new paragraph 5 of Article V of
the Constitution to read: Nominations
for the office of Treasurer should be
from among members of the Asso-
ciation who, at the time of nomina-
tion, are serving as members of the
Council or who have completed ser-
vice during the preceding year.

That Article V, clause 1, paragraph 2
be changed to read: The terms of elec-
tive offices, except members of the
Council and the Treasurer, shall ex-
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tend. . . . The term of the Treasurer
shall also extend for two years, simi-
larly calculated.

The Business Meeting recommended,
without objection, the adoption of the
proposed Constitutional Amendment.

Report of the Treasurer

Professor James L. Sundquist, for the
Council, presented the following pro-
posed dues schedule for consideration of
the Meeting, and pointed out that the
dues schedule could not go into effect
unless approved by a referendum vote of
the members.
