Kamlongera of the University of Malawi, who is involved as a teacher and
director in ‘propaganda’ theatre in Malawi, and other eminent African
scholars and practitioners in the field. The volume will be edited by Martin
Banham who, through his work in the University of Ibadan, and other
activities throughout West Africa, has special contacts and a particular
interest in the development of this most interesting of contemporary
theatres.
