The purpose of this work is to
explore the most salient aspect of
John's Christology: its unity and
disunity. In other words, the most
fascinating thing about John's por-
trayal of Jesus is not that it portrays
him as divine and equal to the
Father, nor is it the parading of
Jesus' humanity and subordination
to the Father. Rather, the distinctive
feature of John's christology is that
it does both. It holds these and other
polarities together in dialectical ten-
sion, and Paul N. Anderson's work
investigates centrally the origins of
those tensions using John 6 as the
'locus arguments.
