Congrfo des Instituts d'Etudes Afrkaines
LE Congres des Instituts d'etudes africaines qui s'cst clos lc 9 Janvier a l'UNESCO a decide
que le Comite International de liaison des Instituts pour l'Afrique aurait son siege fixe a
Paris pendant cinq ans. II sera pris en charge par le Comite Francais pour 1'Outre-Mer que
preside M. Georges Riond.

Le nouveau Conseil, elu pour un an, est preside par M. Gerstenmaier, President du Bundes-
tag, et de la ' Deutsche Afrika Gesellschaft', assiste de trois vice-Presidents respectivement
designes par les Instituts beiges, hollandais et italiens.

A ce bureau est adjoint un Conseil de six membres respectivement designes par les
Instituts allemands, beiges, francais, hollandais, italiens et portugais.

La Commission scientifique du Congres a emis le voeu que la documentation actuelle
reunie par la Commission pour la Cooperation Technique en Afrique au sud du Sahara, soit
etendue en liaison avec les autres organismes internationaux, aux organismes sdentifiques
et techniques des autres pays s'interessant a. l'ensemble du continent africain.

An Award to Professor Th. Monod
THE Patron's Medal of the Royal Geographical Society has been awarded to Professor
Theodore Monod for geographical exploration and research in the Sahara. Professor
Monod, who is a member of the Executive Council of the Institute, is Director of I.F. A.N.
at Dakar.

Educational Needs in Tropical Africa
DEVELOPMENT of vocational and technical education was one of the topics discussed at the
meeting of Ministers and Directors of Education of tropical African countries, sponsored
by UNESCO and held at Addis Abbaba from 16 to 20 February. The meeting was one
phase of a UNESCO survey of educational needs of twenty-two countries and territories in
the region.

A regional seminar to study future needs in professional and technical education and
agricultural training and the possibilities of development in these fields was held at Accra
from 28 March to 11 April. The participants included representatives of Liberia, Somaliland
under Italian administration, Sierra Leone, Nigeria, Sudan, Ethiopia, Ghana, and Guinea;
and of the United Kingdom, France, Belgium, and Spain, for the African territories which
they administer. Portugal was represented in an observer status.

The seminar was organized by UNESCO in co-operation with Ghana and with the
collaboration of the International Labour Organization, the Food and Agricultural
Organization, and the Commission for Technical Co-operation in Africa South of the
Sahara.

L'Ecole Nationale des Langues Orientates Vivantes
