Connecticut, 1636-1662

From their establishment in the 1630’s to the promulgation of the
royal charter in 1662, Connecticut settlements were unique among
the English colonies. Their institutions of church and state were
their own, and they existed independently under their own con-
stitution, the Fundamental Orders.

This study of the Congregational commonwealth covers the polity
of that quarter-century with admirable comprehensiveness, thor-
ough scholarship, and a fullness of detail far surpassing that of any
previous work. It treats the actual founding of the colony and the
backgrounds in England and Massachusetts; the churches, their
claims, and the degree of their control, the Fundamental Orders
themselves; the courts and the law; and the movement toward a
royal charter.

The focus ultimately is on the Fundamental Orders, their nature
as an expression of the Puritan environment, and the governmental
system they established. :
