The discussions, conclusions and resolutions on these issues will be 
published in the following volume (63-11), after the conclusion of the 
Santiago-de-Compostela session. 

The Institute of International Law brings together 132 members and 
associate members selected from the world's most eminent specialists of 
public and private international law. The conclusions that have emerged 
from its meetings every 2 years have had a notable impact on the develop­
ment and codification of international law.
