local value, is roueoed.

(?) The Rhodes - Livingstone Museum Occasional
Papers, which deal with the ethnological, his-
torical, technological, and archaeological collec-
tions in the Rhodes-Livingstone Museum.

(4) The Journal of the Rhodes-Liringstone Iniiitme,
in which man's problems in Central Africa, and
what is known about them, what research is
heinp. done and needs to be done on them, and
huw they are being faced, are set out simply but
with ttrientiftc accuracy.
