1 All contributions, correspondence, and books for review should be sent to:

2 The Historical Journal publishes articles on all aspects of history since the fifteenth
century.

3 Articles must not exceed 10,000 words and communications 5,000 words in length.

4 Contributions should be typed double-spaced on A4 paper, with footnotes typed
separately at the end of the contribution, and must observe the typographical and
stylistic conventions of the Journal. A style-sheet is available from the Editors on
request.

5 Authors should submit the top copy of their typescript and keep another copy to
assist in their correction of proofs.

6 Submission of an article is taken to imply that it has not previously been published,
and is not being considered for publication elsewhere. Authors are also asked to
provide brief details of any related article or book they are publishing elsewhere.

7 Authors who wish their contributions to be returned if not accepted for
publication are asked to enclose return postage or international postage coupons.
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
