In the Opening Session the President of the First International
Congress of Human Genetics and Chairman of the Session, Professor
Tage Kemp, proposes the election of the President of this Second
Conference.

Professor A. Franceschetti, on behalf of the Provisional Com-
mittee elected at Copenhagen, moves that Professor Luigi Gedda,
Chairman of the Organizing Committee, be elected President of the
Second Conference.

Professor F. J. Kallmann seconds the motion, which is unani-
mously approved.

Election of the Permanent Committee
for the International Conferences
of Human Genetics

In the Business Meeting convened by the invitation of the Pre-
sident of the Second International Conference of Human Genetics
to the leaders of the national delegations, on September 11th at
2,30 p. m., it was decided, at the suggestion of Professor Frangois,
to propose the setting up of a Permanent Committee for the Inter-
national Conferences of Human Genetics, which would be respon-
sible for the preparation, the date, the site and the program of fu-
ture Conferences. '

It was also decided to submit to the approval of the Member-
ship of the Conference the appointment, as Ex-officio Members of
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the Permanent Committee, of the Members of the Provisional Com-
mittee elected at Copenhagen, of the Presidents of the past Confe-
rences and of the President pro tempore of the Genetics Section of
the International Union of Biological Sciences (Professor Boyes, the
incumbent President, approved this proposal) and to elect 12 more
members, thus bringing to 18 the first membership of the Permanent
Committee.

In the Closing Session of the Conference the President submitted
to the membership of the Conference the conclusions of the Business
Meeting and a list of candidates drawn up according to its instruct-
ions. Both ex-officio and elective members were approved by the
membership of the Conference.

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Motion on Atomic Weapons

During its Closing Session the Conference voted and unanimously
approved the following resolution concerning ionizing radiations:

RESOLUTION PROPOSED BY PROFESSORS
Penrose, Boves, KaLLMANN AND GEDDA

« The members of the Second International Conference of Human
Genetics, having considered the harmful effects of ionizing radia-
tions on the exposed individual or his offspring, request all respon-
sible governments of the world to enter into an agreement prohibiting
the development and use of atomic weapons.

The members also request that the genetical effects of the use of
atomic energy and radiation for peaceful purposes be carefully studied
and strict control measures be formulated and observed ».
