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Abstract. The results obtained during the first three years of operation of INTEGRAL will be
reviewed. Over 30 GRBs have been localised by the INTEGRAL burst alert system (IBAS) and
the coordinates distributed. The follow-up observations with XMM-Newton and large telescopes
have led to many interesting results. A comparison will also be made between the sensitivities
of INTEGRAL and SWIFT.
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
