He was elected a
Corresponding Member of the RMPA in 1961 and an
Honorary Fellow of the College in 1976.

The Prize is awarded to the candidate who obtains
the highest marks and the best recommendation from
the Examiners in the Membership Examination. The
Prize will be awarded twice a year after the Spring and
Autumn Examinations, and the winner will receive a
cheque for Â£50.
