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Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom,
including the legal justifications advanced by
those states involved and the reaction of the
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principles of the Charter, governmental agencies,
members of the Organisation, the non-use of
violence and collective security, the peaceful
settlement of disputes, and the question of
amendments to the Charter.
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
