‘These bottles are the commercial ““Kilner”
type and can therefore be replaced
with the minimum of expense,
Blood and other fluids are removed
from the operating field by the : : N
suction plant and find their way s =]
into the big bottle. The second '
bottle is a safety trap in the unlikely
event of the first bottle becoming
full at a moment when it is incon-
venient to change it.
