1990 Annual Meeting of Chinese Society 
for Materials Science Held in April 

The 1990 Annual Meeting of the Chinese 
Society for Materials Science (CSMS) pre-
sented 326 papers with attendance of 516, 
making it the Society's largest annual 
meeting to date. The meeting, held April 
27-29 in Hsinchu, Taiwan at National Tsing 
Hwa University and National Chiao Tung 
University, respectively, was hosted by 
CSMS Président Dr. Otto C.C. Lin and or-
ganized by Conférence Chairman Dr. P.T. 
Wu. 

Prof. R.P.H. Chang, director of the Mate­
rials Research Center at Northwestern Uni­
versity, was the keynote speaker. Chang, 
one of the founders and newly elected 
chairman of the International Materials Re­
search Committee and also past président 
of the Materials Research Society, special-
izes in diamond film research. 

Adding organizers and exhibitors, a total 
of 653 people were involved in the activities 
of the meeting. Among the dignitaries on 
hand were Dr. K.T. Li, senior adviser to the 
président of the country; Dr. C.S. Liu, 
président of National Tsing Hwa Univer­
sity; and Dr. Daniel T.L. Yuan, président of 
National Chiao Tung University. 

The technical program spanned devel-
opments in metals, electronic materials, 
magnetic and superconducting materials, 
ceramics, polymers and composites, mate­
rials protection, and new materials. The in-
vited, oral and poster papers were 
compiled into a two-volume proceedings.

During his récent visit to Taiwan, Prof. 
R.P.H. Chang, chair of the International 
Materials Research Committee and direc­
tor of the Materials Research Center at 
Northwestern University, had an opportu-
nity to meet with Président Lee Teng-Hui 
of the Republic of China.

Prof. Chang also visited the 
Materials Research Laboratories of the In-
dustrial Technology Research Institute and 
the Materials Research Laboratory of the 
Chung San Institute of Science and Tech­
nology.
