Wilhelm G. Grewe's Epochen der Volkerrechtsgeschichte, published 
in 1984, is widely regarded as one of the classic twentieth century 
works of international law. This translation by Michael Byers of 
Duke University, revised and updated in collaboration with the 
author, makes this important book available to non-German readers 
for the first time. 

The Epochs of International Law provides a theoretical overview 
and detailed analysis of the history of international law. It ranges 
from the Middle Ages to the Age of Discovery and the Thirty Years 
War; from Napoleon Bonaparte to the Treaty of Versailles. A new 
epilogue continues the account to the Cold War and the age of the 
single superpower. His treatment of this historical span reflects 
Grewe's own experience as one of Germany's leading diplomats and 
professors of international law. 

The concluding chapter, written by Grewe and Byers, updates the 
book to 1998, making the revised translation of broader current 
interest to practicing international lawyers, international relations 
scholars, and historians. 

The late Dr. Grewe served as West German ambassador to 
Washington, Tokyo, and NATO, and was a member of the 
International Court of Arbitration in the Hague.
