EPA is pleased to announce that the application process for the EPA Research Prizes 2012 
and the EPA Scholarship Programme 2013 is now open. 

The EPA Scholarship Programme is intended to support 5 early career psychiatrists and
trainees working in the countries of the WHO Europe region in attending the European
Congress of Psychiatry.

The Scholarship includes:
• Registration fee exemption to the 21st European Congress of Psychiatry,

organised by EPA in Nice, France, on 6-9 April 2013
