FELLOWSHIPS FOR VENETIAN RESEARCH. The Gladys Krieble Del-
mas Foundation has announced its 1979-80 program of fellowships for 
research in Venice, Italy. Areas of study which will be considered in­
clude the history of Venice and the former Venetian Empire as well as 
studies related to the contemporary Venetian environment. Applicants 
must be United States citizens, have some experience in advanced re­
search and, if graduate students, have completed all doctoral require­
ments except for the dissertation. Applications will be entertained for 
grants from $500 to a maximum of $10,000 for a full academic year;
