
CJLS Submission Guidelines

Articles: Authors interested in publishing an article in the Canadian Journal of Law
and Society should submit an electronic version or four paper copies of their manu-
script. The text should not exceed 35 pages (10,000 words), double-spaced, including
notes and appendices, and should present an abstract. For citation purposes, the
Journal has adopted the Canadian Guide to Uniform Legal Citation (5 th edition) pub-
lished by Carswell.

Each manuscript is first read by the Editor to determine its admissibility. It is then
submitted anonymously to at least three external reviewers, from different disciplines,
whose reports are taken into consideration by the Editor in the decision and the modi-
fications eventually asked for. The referees' reports, which also remain anonymous,
are transmitted to the author together with the editorial decision. The evaluation pro-
cedure takes at least four months. Once the manuscript is accepted, the author should
send to the Journal the final version of the article, following the editorial guidelines;
the article can be sent on CD, disk or as e-mail attachment, in any case along with a
paper copy. Please note that the Journal does not accept to evaluate or to publish
articles that have been submitted concurrently to other journals or have already
been published. Submitted manuscripts are not returned to the authors.

The Journal publishes two issues per year. Some are thematic.

Guest Editing a Special Issue: Please send your written proposal, including a synop-
sis and the names of prospective authors to the Editor who will submit it to the
Editorial Board.

Book Reviews: The Canadian Journal of Law and Society carries three sorts of book
reviews: Book Notes are short (under one page in print) and largely descriptive; Book
Reviews are of moderate length (under four pages), largely confined to a discussion of
the book in question, though with some analytical content and a relatively developed
critique; Review Essays are longer (ten pages or more) and involve a more extended
analysis as well as an attempt to locate the book in the broader context of the extant
literature. They approach the essay/short article, albeit with a focus on a particular
book or books.

Book reviews and book notes are evaluated by the Book Review Editor. Review
essays under 20 pages are accepted on the decision of two members of the Editorial
Board. Longer review essays follow the normal refereeing process.

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RCDS Recommandations aux auteurs

Articles: Les auteurs souhaitant publier un article dans la Revue Canadienne Droit et
Societe, doivent soumettre leur texte en format electronique ou en quatre copies impri-
mees. Le texte ne doit pas depasser 35 pages (10,000 mots), comprenant les notes et
les annexes, et doit inclure un resume. La Revue a adopte le Manuel canadien de la
reference juridique (5e edition) public par Carswell, pour les normes de citation..

Chaque manuscrit fait l'objet d'une premiere lecture par la Redaction pour deter-
miner son admissibilite. II est ensuite soumis anonymement a au moins trois evalua-
teurs externes, de differentes disciplines, dont les recommandations sont prises en
consideration par la Redaction pour l'acceptation du manuscrit. Leurs rapports anon-
ymes sont transmis a l'auteur avec la decision et, selon les cas, les modifications sou-
haitees par la Redaction. Le processus d'evaluation prend au moins quatre mois.
Lorsque le manuscrit est accepte, l'auteur doit faire parvenir a la Revue la version
finale de son texte, conforme aux normes d'edition de la Revue, et ceci sur CD, dis-
quette ou comme attachement par courrier electronique, en plus d'une copie papier.
Veuillez prendre note que la Revue n'acceptera ni d'evaluer ni de publier des manu-
scrits qui sont soumis de maniere concomitante a d'autres revues ou qui ont deja ete
publies. La Revue ne renvoie pas aux auteurs les textes recus. La Revue publie deux
numeros par an dont certains sont thematiques.

Coordination d'un numero thematique: Veuillez envoyer votre proposition ecrite
sous forme d'un synopsis et d'une liste d'auteurs pressentis a la Redaction qui la sou-
mettra pour discussion au Comite de redaction duquel la decision releve.

Comptes rendus: La Revue Canadienne Droit et Societe distingue trois categories de
comptes rendus: \es partitions recentes, courtes (moins d'une page) et essentiellement
descriptives; les comptes rendus, de longueur moyenne (moins de quatre pages), prin-
cipalement consacres et a l'analyse d'un ouvrage; les notes critiques, plus longues (10
pages ou plus), impliquant une analyse exhaustive de l'ouvrage et le situant parmi
d'autres ecrits pertinents au domaine traite. Elles se rapprochent de l'essai ou du
court article, bien qu'elles soient consacrees a un livre particulier ou a un ensemble
de livres publies dans le meme domaine. Les parutions recentes et les comptes
rendus sont evalues par le responsable des comptes rendus. Les notes critiques de
moins de 20 pages sont acceptees apres avoir ete evaluees par deux membres du
Comite de redaction. Celles qui ont plus de 20 pages seront soumises au processus
d'evaluation prevu pour tout article propose pour publication dans la Revue.
