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This collection of essays marks the retirement of Willem
Riphagen from the post of legal adviser at the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, a position he has held since 1954. At the same
time it honours his work. It covers a wide variety of subjects of
private and public international law, thus reflecting the wide
scope of Willem Riphagen's interests and professional activi-
ties, both as the Legal Adviser to the Minister of Foreign Affairs
and as a Professor of International Law.
The contributions from his friends and former colleagues deal
with subjects such as State Immunity, Law of the Sea, Dispute
Settlement, Human Rights and Customary International Law.
As will be clear from the list of authors, these topics are dealt
with in an outstanding manner: quality needs no praise.
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
