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The question of jurisdiction in transnational commercial contract disputes has
so far not been resolved by any international treaty. Yet, disputes of this kind
are increasing in number and complexity.

The author deals with the basic approaches to international jurisdiction in
commercial contract disputes. She comprehensively analyses the jurisdictional
regimes of major continental European countries, the UK, the United States
and the Brussels Regulation 44/2001. The analysis includes key issues such as
the defendant’s forum, corporate domicile, contract jurisdiction, branch juris-
diction, transacting and doing business, and describes the importance of US
due process standards, fair trial considerations and the forum (non) conve-
niens doctrines. It provides a valuable overview for academics and practitio-
ners in international commercial litigation.

The author then explores whether any common grounds exist in interna-
tional jurisdiction rules and assesses the feasibility of a uniform global system
for international contract disputes, also in relation to the previous work of the
Hague Conference on Private International Law on a worldwide jurisdiction
convention.
